Li�le Stars Onstage (Sessions offered July 15-19 and July 22-26) $90  Grades 1st-2nd 
Welcome to the stage! Young actors and actresses will develop an introductory level of understanding for theatre 
through games and collabora�ve ac�vi�es. These ac�vi�es will encourage appropriate behavior onstage, ge�ng into a 
character, and learning basic theatre vocabulary that will get them ready for performing! By the end of the week, the 
students will perform a skit guided by their instructor to show off everything they’ve learned in the past week. 

Becoming a Character (Sessions offered July 8-12 and July 15-19) $90   Grades 3rd-5th
What does it mean to be “in character”? Students in this session will learn what it takes to become another person on 
stage. Students will learn the art of characteriza�on through engaging ac�vi�es that teach students to give purpose to 
their movements and facial expressions onstage. Through these exercises, students will become more familiar with 
common theatre terminology used in produc�ons that will benefit them when they take the stage! By the end of the 
week, the students will perform a skit which will highlight their newly developed skills in characteriza�on and stage 
presence. 

Polishing Your Cra� (Session offered July 22-26) $90   Grades 6th-12th
Boost your skills as an actor with this session. Students will be encouraged to collaborate with their instructor and peers 
to create an original script to perform by the end of the week. With guidance from the instructor, students will learn 
how to choose a genre, main idea, and unique characters for their original play. Through this crea�on, students will gain 
a be�er understanding of play crea�on and characteriza�on. By having students create their own skit to perform, with 
teacher guidance, they will have more responsibili�es than the younger groups. These students will have the opportuni-
ty to build skills that they will use in CAYT produc�ons.

Improv! (Session offered July 8-12) $90   Grades 6th-12th
It’s �me for improv! Perfect your improv skills in this session where students will learn how to create unique characters, 
accept ideas, and support their scene partner onstage through improvisa�on techniques and ac�vi�es. These important 
elements of improv will not only help students onstage but offstage as well. By the end of this week, students will per-
form sketches made up completely on-the-spot to highlight their improvisa�on skills.

Musical Theatre!  

Triple-Threat Training Intensive (Sessions June 17-21 and June 24-28 from 10am to 4pm) $300 

Grades 9th-12th on June 17-21              Grades 5th-8th on June 24-28 
Ready to become a “triple-threat” actor? Students will be trained in the arts of musical theatre. Students will gain confi-
dence in ac�ng, singing, and dancing by par�cipa�ng in theatre exercises that will grow their skills in each field. This 
training will assist students in acing their musical theatre audi�ons. By the end of this week, students will be prepared 
to enter a mock audi�on in the form of a showcase to demonstrate their skills as triple-threat actors!
